He was retired and was re-
called to serve as Military Assistant for Leadership and
Human Relations to the Assistant Secretary of the Army
(ASAM&RA) In July 2000 he became the Military Advi-
sor to the Ambassador for International Religious Free-
dom, Department of State. He has served as the chair of
the National Conference on Ministry to the Armed Forces
(NCMAF).
